Therefore keep watch 
because you do not know when the owner of the house will 
come back – whether in the evening, or at midnight, or 
when the rooster crows, or at dawn. If he comes suddenly, 
do not let him find you sleeping. What I say to you, I say 
to everyone: ‘Watch!’"

"Then He said to them, ‘My soul is overwhelmed with sorrow 
to the point of death. Stay here and keep watch with Me.’ 
Going a little farther, He fell with His face to the ground and 
prayed, ‘My Father, if it is possible, may this cup be taken 
from Me. Yet not as I will, but as You will.’ Then He returned 
to His disciples and found them sleeping. ‘Could you men 
not keep watch with Me for one hour?’ He asked Peter. 
‘Watch and pray so that you will not fall into temptation. The 
spirit is willing, but the body is weak.’"
